E.  Fluency: An Essential Step in Learning to Read  and Read-
ing to Learn, Grades 1-4 
Fluency, the ability to read text accurately, quickly, and with good 
expression is a critical component for reading comprehension.  Many of us 
work with children who have problems in fluency and comprehension even 
if they have adequate but slow decoding skills.  In this workshop, you will 
learn effective strategies for improving your students’ fluency in reading. 
 

F. Movement Enhanced Literacy, Grades K-4 
Learn how to enhance your literacy lessons with movement activities.  
Use movement to motivate and engage your students as you assess their 
phonemic awareness, sound discrimination, fluency and comprehension.  
Use non-verbal communication to support students’ expressive and recep-
tive language as they read and write.
